Friends and family are invited to join us for an 
afternoon of featured solos, small ensembles, and monologues that we will be working on 
during the first two weeks of class.

Now that I have your complete commitment to TAFK…  Three weeks is never as long as it 
seems.  With everything that we need to learn and polish before our performance, it is very 
important that you commit yourself not only during the day at Theatre Arts for Kids™, but you 
must be willing to put in time at home memorizing lines, music, and dances.
